Chora, with its plethora of monu-
ments, which attest to its illustrious
past. The best-known
of these monuments
is “Portara,” the enor-
mous marble gate of a
temple measuring 100
Greek feet, whose build-
ing phase began in the
6th century BC; it was
possibly dedicated to
Apollo, but was never
finished. “Portara” stands
imposingly on the islet of
“Palatia,”” on the left side
of the port. From here
you will enjoy a marvel-
lous sunset.

The Castle, which is a
live medieval museum
with a unique atmos-
phere. Passing through
its gates you will imme-
diately be transported
to another space and
time. Here you will visit
the Archaeological Mu-
seum, the Della Rocca
Barozzi tower, which
today houses the Vene-
tian Folklore Museum,
the Crispi Tower, which
operates as a Byzantine
Museum, the Capella
Casazza, the Ursuline
School and Monastery,
which was recently reno-
vated by the Archdiocese
of Tinos and Naxos and
operates as the spiritual
and cultural center of the Catholic
Archdiocese, the Catholic Metro-
politan Church, with its marble floor
and the tombstones bearing coats of
arms, as well as the Byzantine icon
of the Panaghia that represents her
standing upright.

Apart from the village’s beauty, your
interest will also be captured by the
museums you will find here, namely
the “Michalis Bardanis” Archaeological
Museum, the Folklore Museum, the
“Petros Protopapadakis” Geological
Museum, the Natural History Mu-
seum and the Apeiranthos Museum
of Visual Arts.

Melanes, one of Naxos' oldest vil-
lages, is built amphitheatrically on the
hillslope at the valley of the same
name.

The Bazeos Tower, a |7th century
monument, which was restored in
2001; every summer since then it
has been hosting the Naxos Festival,
featuring art exhibitions, concerts, as
well as theater and dance perform-

There are various scenarios related in Greek mythology about how Symi got its name,
as reported by ancient writers. Diodorus Siculus reports that the island was named
after the nymph Symi, who married the god of the seas Poseidon and brought to life
a boy they named Chthonios. Symi was visited also by Prometheus, the brother of  Ee
Atlas, who taught many arts as well as the secrets of longevity. Eustathius attributes

the name of the island to the daughter of Ialysus and Dotis, Symi, who eloped with

the god Glaucus and was brough to the island.

AROUND THE ISLAND:

Gialos: It is the first image the visitor
sees as they arrive on the island. Gia-
los is dominated by the clock tower,
named Roloi (built in 1881), and the
statue of the young fisherman, Micha-
laki, while the bell-tower of Evange-
listria stands out on the right side of
the port. Next to Roloi you will find
the Police building, a remainder of
the architecture from the years of the
[talian Occupation, the Post Office,
coffee shops, stores selling products
of Greek traditional art, tavens and
rooms for rent. On this part of the
port there is also the “Pigeon of
Freedom” by Kostas Valsamis.

Chorio: From Gialos the visitors can
head up to Chorio, the upper settle-
ment of Symi.

have been restored. The biggest square
of Chorio is called Laikos Syllogos
Square; it features taverns, stores and
coffee shops and it is the center of
Chorio. The square is used for many
cultural events during the Symi Festival.
Not far from the Syllogos Square you
can visit the Peteinaki residence, a
typical example of Symian architecture,
as well as the Chatziagapitos-Chatzi-
ioannou four-storey mansion with its
renowned ballroom.

Pedi: There is a road from Gialos
or Chorio that takes you to Pedi, a
picturesque bay abutting a plain, which
has given its name to the settlement. In
Pedi there are also the parish churches
of Aghios Georgios, Aghios Andreas
and Aghios Thomas, the Lefkantio, a
place where women used to wash
their clothes, and a few meters away
the chapel of Aghios Nikolas. On the
beach, there are a few visible remains
of the early-Christian basilica. The
church of Michael Avlakiotis is near
Pedi and has been built in the place
of an early-Christian church.

Myrtariotissa-Roukouniotis: From
Gialos or Chorio there is also a road
that leads to Panaghia Myrtariotissa, a
church where on the I5th of August
a big fair takes place; here you will
witness the blessing of the holy bread,
and after the evening prayer you will
attend a feast with traditional musical
instruments. The church is reported in
history for having good post-Byzantine
religious paintings dating to the [8th
century. The road also leads to the
fortress monastery of Michael Rou-
kouniotis. It was once a Patriarchal
Stavropegic monastery and it stands
out for its |5th-century murals.

Panormitis: At the southem part of
the island you will find one of Symi's
five settlements in total, Panormitis,
with its historic monastery. Panormitis
bay spreads ahead of us. The mon-
astery has become a large building
complex, surrounded by many trees.
The existence of this historic monas-
tery in the 15th century is proven by
a manuscript of 1460, preserved until
1862. Its establishment is attributed
to the great reverence of the people
of Symi. According to tradition, the
monastery played an important role
during the Greek Revolution. The
silver-covered icon of the Archangel
Michael is most impressive. There are
also two small museums housed here,
a folklore museum and a museum of
ecclesiastic art, as well as a library
with post-Byzantine manuscripts. Visi-
tors are accommodated in the mon-
astery’s rooms for a small fee. The
monastery celebrates on November
8th and on the Pentecost.

TIPS

You must try the traditional dishes,
such as the Symi shrimps, tourtes
(traditional cheese pies), akoumia
(traditional doughnuts), as well as
fresh fish served at the island’s res-
taurants, which will satisfy even the
most demanding gourmands.

Be sure to attend one of the fairs
taking place on the island on August
I5, the fair of Panaghia Alethene or
Panaghia Myrtariotissa, and on August
24 the fair of Panaghia of Nimos.

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Anafi, the island that was the refuge
of the Argonauts, according to myth,
today is the retreat of all those who
prefer the authentic, simple hospital-
ity and the tranquility of the Cycla-
des. The greatest part of the island is
covered by steep mountainous bulks,
providing the ideal setting for those
who love trekking. An extensive net-
work of footpaths 18 km long will
take you to the unique beaches of
the south, the impressive rocks of the
north, the wonderful monasteries, the
thermal springs and the unexplored
caves. On your way, you will pass
the archaeological finds that are scat-
tered across the island. Setting out
from Chora, the ideal way to get to
know Anafi is on foot, along those
beautiful paths.

Built above the ruins of the |3th-cen-
tury Venetian fortress, the capital of
Anafi, the densely populated Chora,
sprawls amphitheatrically above the
port of Ai Nikolas, at an altitude
of 260 meters, offering astounding
views to the Aegean and the Cretan
sea. This is where the heart of Anafi
beats. Chora will impress you with its
numerous small domed houses and
the narrow alleyways that traverse
the settlement’s every corner and
lead to the Castle, the very first set-
tlement and the heart of the village.
The white houses with their lush
gardens, the beautiful small alleys
of this typical Cycladic settlement,
with its special architectural features,
awaken indefinite memories to the
visitors that are familiar with Athens.
The reason is simple: One of the
quaintest neighborhoods in Plaka,
right under the Acropolis of Athens,
is called “Anafiotika,” and it was con-
structed by the exceptionally skilled
builders that had come from Anafi
to Athens in order to help build
the capital of the newly constituted
Greek state.

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A prominent position in
Chora is occupied by
the churches of Aghios
Nikolaos, Koimisi, Aghios
Charalambos, Christos tou
Stavrou, Aghii Anargyri and
Aghios Georgios on top of
the Castle. Moreover, sig-
nificant findings of ancient
Anafi are exhibited at the
Archaeological Collection.

At the eastern part of the
island you will find the im-
posing Rock, a limestone
monolith whose summit is
called Kalamos. Unreachable by sea
and inaccessible by land, Kalamos is
the second largest monolith in the
Mediterranean after Gibraltar; it is
the most impressive natural sight on
the island, providing a welcome chal-
lenge for rock climbers. Indeed, the
French |8th-century traveller Joseph
Pitton de Tournefort called it “the
most intimidating rock in the world.”
Perched on top of Kalamos is the
monastery of Panaghia Kalamiotissa,
built in 1715 next to the ruins of a
medieval fortress.

The greatest advantage of the island
is undoubtedly its beaches. Whether
you choose one of the sandy beach-
es of the south or one of the rocky
coasts of the north, their wild beauty,
crystal waters and exotic character
will compensate you. Noteworthy on
the island’s south is Klisidi, a small
oasis with a marvellous sandy beach.
Next stops are Katsouni, Flamourou
and Mikros Roukounas, small hidea-
ways with fine sand and transpar-
ent waters. The following beauties
are also beautiful: Megalos Roukou-
nas, Katalymatsa, and also the peb-
bled beach of Megas Potamos. On
the northern part of Anafi you will
find the rocky beaches Vryssi and
Livoskopos, accessible either by boat
or through the footpaths' network.

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Beautiful beaches, green landscapes,
challenging footpaths that traverse
the nature of Tilos, scented with
sage and thyme, and the impressive
archaeological monuments, compose
the first impression of the island,
whose history goes back many cen-
turies.

Tilos comprises just three settle-
ments: Megalo Chorio, the island's
capital, the more “touristy” Livadia
and the enchanting fishing village of
Aghios Antonios. Approaching the
island, the first thing we see is the
port and the coastal settlement of
Livadia. Simplicity, serenity, and the
dazzling white, combined with all
shades of blue found in sea and
sky. The largest settlement of Tilos
offers the most options for every
visitor. Walk the paved pedestrian
area, visit the beach with its pictur-
esque taverns that prepare fresh fish
and local kid, also the pastry shops
and the small cafés, as well as the
mansion of the police department,
a remnant of the [talian period. The
sunbeds arranged on the coast by
most enterprises testify to the fact
that the port’s waters are clean.
Following the island’s only paved
road, in the inland of Tilos, you will
arrive in Megalo Chorio. The island’s
capital is built on the slope of the hill
of Aghios Stefanos, with the castle
of the Knights Hospitaller dominating
its summit. At the settlement's small
museum you can see findings from
the Charkadio cave, which made the
island known worldwide: in 1970
the cave yielded the bones of the
famous dwarf elephants, a unique
species measuring just |.5 meters in
height, which was part of the island’s
fauna until about 4,000 ago.
Through the picturesque paved al-
leys and the stone steps, it will take
you about 20 minutes to reach the
castle; there you will not only admire

with its unique pebbled floor, but
also the unique view to Aghios An-
tonios, the verdant valley and the
beach of Erystos.

Erystos is the most popular beach in
Tilos, extending across one kilometer
of sandy coast, with azure waters
and open view to the Aegean sea,
with many tamarisks offering their
shade to the visitors. A footpath
on the left side leads to two small
enchanting bays, with amazing waters
and red soil. East of Megalo Chorio
lies the picturesque settlement of
Aghios Antonios, a small port that
offers amazing views to Nisyros,
Kos, and the Turkish coast. A few
kilometers from Aghios Antonios
you will find Plaka, the second most
popular beach on Tilos. Wonderful
waters, pebbles and the soothing
shade of tamarisks and eucalyptus
trees compose a most unique land-
scape; the peacocks that roam about
freely searching for food are not
disturbed in the slightest by the hu-
man presence. Apart from these
two popular beaches, Tilos also has
numerous remote small bays and
secluded beaches with clear waters,
which will reveal themselves only to
those who choose to reach them
by following the footpaths, enjoying
the grandeur of the island’s natural
landscape. Lethra, Kokkini Paralia,
Skafi, Tholo and Aghios Stefanos are
among the beaches that are worth
making the effort to visit.

Tilos" great surprise, however, isn't
one of its three settlements or its
beautiful natural landscape; it lies in
a now abandoned settlement, with
desolate houses and torn down walls,
which will transport the visitor to the
past: Mikro Chorio is a medieval set-
tlement that was abandoned by its
inhabitants approximately 70 years
ago, but it still retains the island’s

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“Safe Water Sports™ is a social,
nonprofit initiative that was
created after a tragic event,
the death of ten-year-old
Michalis Paraschakis while
playing in the water in the
summer of 2014.

As stated in the press conference held
on the occasion of the association’s
foundation on [5/06/2015, it was
an initiative that was “born out of a
death,” its aim being to prevent any
other deaths from happening in the
“Greek waters,” which people from all
over the world come to enjoy.

The activities of “Safe Water Sports”
move across 3 main axes:

A) Informing Greek and foreign visi-
tors on matters of safety, as well as
the regulations that must be applied

In 2015, for a second consecutive year, Blue Star Ferries held the programme entitled “First Aid” in the remote Greek islands,
organizing seminars of First Aid for the islanders, in cooperation with the Volunteer Rescue Crisis Group (ED.OK).

ED.OK is a non-govermmental group that is integrated into the Civil Protection system and today consists of volunteer rescuers
of allages. ED.OK operates both in providing assistance in emergency situations, and in covering health incidents in various events
where crowds are involved.

EDOK; in cooperation with Blue Star Fermes, held two-day seminars in the islands of Tilog and Amorgos in 2014 and in the islands
of Santonni and Paros in 2015, to inform residents about how to provide first aid to injured persons and get emergency response
to natural or other disasters. The uttimate aim is to establish a local rescue group by residents, who will acquire even more special-
ized education.

The seminars were attended by security forces, school teachers and professors, as well as ordinary residents of the islands, which
often face emergency situations are forced to deal with almost alone, as in the islands do not exist efther the necessary staff or
infrastructure for their appropriate responses.
